12” finished block, 12 ½” unfinished block.

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·  Sew scant ¼” seam allowances, do not open seams. 
·  Do not stretch bias points if at all possible, this will make it 

very hard to match points. 
·  Square up all 9 patches to 4 ½”. 

 
Colors & Size of pieces:   Cutting Chart 

A. Gold Seeds: Cut 2 squares 5 ¼”.  
B. Blue Echo Floral: Cut 1 square 5 ¼”.  
C. Light Blue Floral: Cut 1 square 3 7/8” diagonally. 
D. Gold Echo Floral:  Cut 1 square 3 7/8” diagonally. 
E. Solid Cream:  Cut 1 square 5 ¼” and 2 squares 4 7/8”. 
F. Yellow Gold Floral: Cut 2 squares 4 7/8”. 

 
ASSEMBLY 

1.  Four Point Triangles.   
A. Follow Quick Method for making 4 point triangles.   
B. Use 1 AE 5 ¼” square to make 1 set.  Draw lines, sew “X”.   
C. Cut apart and sew half of 2 point square using 1 of each color set (light/dark 

and dark/medium).  
 
D. Cut X through B and A other 5 ¼” squares. 
E. Using 2 triangles from D and 4 triangles from AB, layout 4 point squares + sign. 
F. Sew Gold seeds to each of 2 point squares making 2 blue centers and 2 gold 

centers each with a cream outside edge as shown in diagram. 
 

2. Center:  
A. Sew Blue floral triangles to make center hour glass. Using BC fabrics. 
B. Sew Gold D sides of 2 point squares to center blue B echo prints together to 

form the center row. 
 
 

3. Corners:  
A. Follow General Instructions Quick Method 2.  
B. Make 2 triangle squares. Using 2 EF 4 7/8” pieces. 
C. Draw center 3 lines and sew then cut. 
 

 
4. Lay out all pieces of the block. 

A. Make sure the Blue Hour Glass is in the center. 
B. Sew rows together as in diagram above.
